In the Language Unit, students conduct research on various aspects of language and communication, including language knowledge
systems, cognitive processes and interpersonal negotiations.

In the Literature Unit, which mainly focuses on literary works in the UK. the US.A. and other English-speaking countries, students
conduct research on the thoughts and world views of authors, with their sights also on the intersection of literature with society,
history, and other arts.

In the Interpreting and Translation Unit, students offer theoretical speculation by analyzing actual interpreting and translation data,

and conduct research on issues of evaluation of interpreting and translation, in addition to clarification of cognitive science processes.
